2. The small junctions or entrances to farms/ facilities (garages,restaurants, etc) that are not identified in this risk assessment have been considered, however are not considered significant to pose a risk and therefore have not been noted. 
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Left – Area for riders to wait before start. Residential street. 

Right – Start at end of recess where curb joins road.
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Left – 50m from start, left hand bend. 

Right – 100-150m from start, right bend requires two Observers to have visibility throughout corner.
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Left – Entrance to American Museum on right after column. Right – Finish area, gateway on the left. Gateway further 10m on - useful place to have “catchers”.  
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
